Lesson #13: JESUS IS ARRESTED
(Matthew 26)

The Bible says that Judas Iscariot was one of the twelve disciples. At
first, Judas was Jesus’ friend, but then he turned against Jesus. The
Jewish leaders planned to arrest Jesus. They paid Judas 30 pieces of
silver to help them find Jesus.
