Lesson #14: JESUS DIED & WAS BURIED

The soldiers took Jesus to the High Priest. The Jewish
leaders were trying to find a reason to put Jesus to
death. Jesus had never done anything wrong. He was
truly the Son of God. But this made the Jewish leaders
angry. They took Jesus to another court.

That same night Jesus was taken to the Roman
leader Pilate. Pilate didn’t want to kill Jesus. He
knew Jesus had done nothing wrong. But a crowd
of people had gathered outside. The Jewish leaders
cause the people to get angry.

“Crucify him.”

(Matt. 27, Mark 15, Luke 23, John 19)

so they ran away. But Peter followed at a distance.

Peter wanted to be close to Jesus, so he waited outside.
He stood around the fire with other people. A servant
girl said to Peter, “You're Jesus’ disciple, aren’t you?”
Peter said, “No, | don’t even know him.” This happened
3 times, then a rooster crowed. Then Peter remembered
that Jesus told him this was going to happen. Peter felt
so bad that he cried.
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Pilate handed Jesus over to the cruel Roman soldiers.

They shoved a crown of thorns on his head. They hit
Jesus, spit on him said cruel things.

While Jesus was hanging on the
cross the sky turned dark even though it was the
middle of the day.
