Lesson #4: THE EARLY CHURCH & ANANIAS AND SAPPHIRA
(Acts 5:1-11; Acts 6:1-7)

The Bible says that when a person becomes a Christian, God
makes them a part of Jesus’ church.

The church
began with 3,000 people! Every day more and more people
decided to trust and follow Jesus.
